Dear Friends,

I would like to share some very good news. The Rev. Sharon
Yarger, who has been our Associate Pastor for the past year,
has successfully finished the last step towards ordination as a
Full Deacon in the Greater New Jersey Conference. She has spent the last few years
finishing up the very long process towards ordination in the UMC. She has intentionally
spent the last few months writing and submitting paperwork , and two days in March, 2016
being interviewed by the Conference Board of Ordained Ministry on the topics: Theology,
Preaching, Practical Ministry and United Methodist Polity. On March 16, 2016 the Board of
Ordained Ministry called Sharon with the good news that she has been affirmed for full
ordination. Sharon has been faithful to this very long and discerning process and is deeply
grateful for the part Chatham UMC has played in this discernment and empowering
process in her ministry.

Since the early Church, the Christian community has helped people discern their Call. For
most their call is to be a faithful layperson, living out the Gospel in the church and in the
world.

NdJ Annual Conference of the UMC on Sunday, May 22, 2016 at 7PM. The ordination
service will be held at the Wildwoods Convention Center in Wildwood NdJ with Bishop John
Schol presiding. We will also try and live stream the ordination service to the TV in the
Asbury Room at our Church for those who cannot make the long drive to Wildwood NdJ.

Dear Friends,

Christ is Risen! He is Risen Indeed! The Great Fifty Days have begun! On Sunday morning
March 27 we celebrated in glorious fashion the day of days, the day that gave birth to our
Christian faith - Easter Sunday. Like Christmas, for the church Easter is both a day and a
season. The Easter season begins on Easter Sunday and lasts fifty days, until Pentecost (this
year that’s May 15, also Confirmation Sunday). Our wise forbears in the faith recognized
that, as one writer puts it, “The explosive force of the resurrection of the Lord is too vast to
be contained within a celebration lasting just one day.” The Great Fifty Days of Easter allow
for an extended time of rejoicing in Christ’s resurrection victory over sin and death. Why
fifty? The number emerges from Christianity’s roots in Judaism. The numbers seven and
fifty both had sacred meaning among the ancient Hebrews. Seven connoted fullness,
completion — as in the days of creation. Even more so, seven times seven (49), or a week of
weeks.

How are we to grasp the amazing truth of Christ’s victory over sin and death through the
resurrection? According to the Gospel writers, the resurrected Christ exhibited qualities of
both a spirit (difficult to recognize, able to spontaneously appear and disappear) and a
resuscitated corpse (possessing flesh and bones and able to eat). However, the resurrected
Christ was more than either or both put together. Just as with our understanding of God,
our grasp of Christ’s resurrection can at best be incomplete and must include holy mystery.
I fall silent in the face of this mystery, relying on and affirming the words of Pastor and
Seminary Professor Emeritus Laurence Hull Stookey:

Only if we come to understand the resurrection as this wonderful and unfathomable
mystery can we understand how it can be the center of the Christian interpretation of
time and of all reality. Only so can we recover the conviction that the resurrection
affects everything of significance, for the Risen Lord is seen to be the very center of
the universe, the One in whom “all things hold together” (Col. 1:17). The resurrection
was a kind of cosmic explosion that reverberated in all directions. It gave the followers
of Jesus a new understanding of the present, but also of the past and of the future.
Through the resurrection (and that alone) the cross, that instrument of capital
punishment by the hated Romans, ceased to be an enigmatic embarrassment and
became the central symbol of the faith.

Therefore, from now until the Day of Pentecost and beyond, let us continue rejoicing —
Christ is Risen! He is Risen Indeed! Alleluia! Alleluia! Alleluia!

Charter for Racial Justice

in an Interdependent Global Community

“We recognize racism as sin and affirm the ultimate and
temporal worth of all persons. We rejoice in the gifts that
’ particular ethnic histories and cultures bring to our total life.

rtimlmibmtlen? e commend and encourage the self-awareness of all racia
I and ethnic groups and oppressed people that leads them to
demand their just and equal rights as members of

society.” (Social Principles, § 162 B)

Our Values

Racial justice is an ongoing focus of United Methodist Women mission work. We
conduct regular racial justice workshops with members, and work in coalition with
human and civil rights groups to track hate-crimes and to promote racial justice in
the United States and the world.

United Methodist Women's Charter for Racial Justice was created and adopted by
the Women’s Division in 1978 and successfully adopted by the whole denomination
in 1980. General Conference has consecutively readopted it, every eight years
since, most recently in 2008. The Charter continues our urgent call for study and
action on the principles and goals of its vision.

We are conscious that "we have sinned as our ancestors did; we have been wicked
and evil" (Psalm 106:6 GNT). We call for a renewed commitment to the
elimination of institutional racism. We affirm the 1976 General Conference
Statement on The United Methodist Church and Race, which states unequivocally:
"By biblical and theological precept, by the law of the church, by General
Conference pronouncement, and by Episcopal expression, the matter is clear. With
respect to race, the aim of The United Methodist Church is nothing less than an
inclusive church in an inclusive society. The United Methodist Church, therefore,
calls upon all its people to perform those faithful deeds of love and justice in both
the church and community that will bring this aim into reality."

Because we believe:

1. That God is the Creator of all people and all are God's children in one family;

2. That racism is a rejection of the teachings of Jesus Christ;

3. That racism denies the redemption and reconciliation of Jesus Christ;

4. That racism robs all human beings of their wholeness and is used as a

justification for social, economic, and political exploitation;

That we must declare before God and before one another that we have sinned

against our sisters and brothers of other races in thought, in word, and in deed,;

6. That in our common humanity in creation all women and men are made in
God's image and all persons are equally valuable in the sight of God;

7. That our strength lies in our racial and cultural diversity and that we must
work toward a world in which each person's value is respected and nurtured;
and

8. That our struggle for justice must be based on new attitudes, new
understandings, and new relationships and must be reflected in the laws,
policies, structures, and practices of both church and state.

1989’s United Methodist Hymnal that
contains about 850 pieces of music).

In a supplement like Worship & Song we find
classic hymns that were not included in our

previous resources, like: God Rest Ye Merry,
Gentlemen and the spiritual Somebody’s
Knockin’ At Your Door. We will also find
newer congregational songs that are familiar
to many of us (Amazing Grace, My Chains
Are Gone, In Christ Alone, Tradin’ My
Sorrows) and newly composed songs (from
writers like Mark Miller: The Lord’s Prayer
and O For A Thousand Tongues to Sing!/).
When we explore a new musical resource in a
congregation, we are introduced to new
hymns and congregational songs that we can
learn together. We can discover songs that
might become “heart songs:” songs that
become special to you or to us as a
congregation.

Chatham UMC is a singing congregation and
continually adding to our local canon of
congregational song keeps us vibrant. We
participate in the United Methodist
denomination and attract visiting
Methodists. Those who have already used it
in other churches will see that our church is
maintaining a current and up-to-date music
program. We also attract new congregation
members outside of our denomination by
singing the supplement’s songs that are both
traditional and contemporary.

The cost for the total number of supplements
that we will need is about $3800. The
Memorial Committee has graciously decided
to donate $1,620.00, a fantastic start, and
they will honor the memories of those
interred in our Memorial Garden and whose
names are on the plaques (numbering 84)
with book plates. The remaining $2000 will
be raised over time. Each supplement will
cost $15 and with each you may dedicate it in
memory or in honor of family and friends.
Order forms are available online from the
church website (chathamumec.com) and from
the display outside the church office. You’'ll
be hearing more about Worship & Song in
information sessions between services. If you
have questions ask me directly, 'm happy to
answer and to talk about our new music
supplement and all manner of congregational
song.
